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Abstract. Russian higher education is a turbulent environment. Nowadays, its main challenges are reducing government
funding, integrating Russian universities into the international system of higher education, and changing the structure
of competition for teachers and students within the global market. These modern trends are complemented by such fac-
tors as the transition to the Bologna process and a significant change in the format of bachelor and master degree studies.
Moreover, the educational process intensively involves employers who increasingly demand to prepare «ready-to-work»
graduates.
