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Abstract. Russia maintains its position as one of the world’s leading destinations for international students, with current
enrollment figures reaching 389,000 in 2024 and projected to increase to 410,000 by 2025. Given the recognized quality
of Russian higher education, many international graduates represent valuable potential contributors to Russia’s labor
market and society. To facilitate their targeted integration, systematic monitoring of migration intentions is essential.
This study presents a novel Migration Intention Index designed to assess international students’ propensity to remain
in Russia post-graduation.
